During camp, we will continue this 

involvement between campers and staff through our Kidz 

Counsel. 

 

3). A judicial system: Kidz Mediation is a volunteer program 

that kids can participate in to help settle their minor disputes.

There are many different ways for campers to earn Lindenbucks, and there are 

just as many ways for campers to spend them.  

 

Campers can earn Lindenbucks just by showing up to camp every week! And, 

they receive a bonus for wearing their camp t-shirts on Mondays and Fridays. In 

addition to attendance money, children will be able to apply for and work in our 

many camp jobs, as outlined previously in this handbook. By earning weekly pay, 

they are able to add to their income. Classes provide another opportunity for chil-

dren to earn money. By making good choices, and choosing to attend classes, 

children will be able to add to their piggy bank while receiving valuable knowl-

edge and experience. Lindenbucks will also be used as prizes and incentives dur-

ing assemblies and in homeroom.  

 

Campers are also given a chance to spend their money at our Kidz Store. Stocked 

with cool toys, games, and gadgets, the Kidz Store is the perfect incentive to en-

courage kids to earn money by making responsible choices. Aside from the store, 

however, campers will be given an opportunity to spend their money in other 

ways. We will host an occasional auction for big ticket items. Students who have 

chosen to save their money throughout the summer will be able to reap the bene-

fits from saving and purchase bigger items.  Campers may also use their Linden-

buck to purchase tickets for special Movie World shows, popcorn, and late after-

noon entrance into the Life Center Underground areas. 

 

Itôs not always about getting and spending, though. Sometimes, our campers will 

face fines for poor choices. Campers can have money taken from them for misbe-

havior. We hope that these situations will be few, but making mistakes and paying 

the fines are a part of learning responsibility.

Campers may 

not loan or borrow Lindenbucks from other campers.  Lindenbucks is an earned system of financial points 

for making GOOD DECISIONS.
